Reading/literacy – the children are back into their reading and literacy activities.  Please 
listen to and support your child in reading the books from their book bags every night from 
Monday – Thursday and enjoy their poems with them over the weekend.  Do not be 
concerned if your child repeats a book they have already had – there are a number of reasons 
for this; confidence; recognising high frequency words; fluency; expression; deeper meaning 
and understanding of the text.  We will be continuing to learn our high frequency words (the 
word lists the children bring home) and revising our phonics (letter sounds).  This knowledge 
helps us read and write.            

 
Mathematics – we have begun the term with geometry ~ transformation, looking at and 
making patterns using reflection (flipping/mirror image), translation (moving/repeating a 
pattern) and rotation (turning a pattern).  We will be spending this week revising our number 
knowledge then back into our maths groups for our numeracy strategies.  You can support 
your child’s number knowledge by reminding them to count forwards and back in 1’s (to 100) 
and skip counting forwards and back in 2’s (to 20), 5’s (to 50) and 10’s (to 100).  Also ask the 
numbers before and after a given number (up to 20, then 50).  This needs to become instant 
so your child can answer quickly.  Keep practising even when they can do this as it is easy to 
forget or get slow again if they stop regular practise.  Knowing our doubles instantly is another 
piece of knowledge we have been working on (1+1, 6+6…up to 10+10).  Other ideas on 
number knowledge we work on will be included in their homework books.     
 
Science – the focus for the term is ‘Physical Phenomena’ – We will be doing a range of 
experiments to explore movement and energy.  
 
Arts – this terms focus is sound arts (music) and dance.  We will be exploring movement and 
the sounds made by different instruments.   

 
Health and PE – for PE this term we are exploring balance and rotation using the context of 
gymnastics.  We will also be doing some folk dance.  Our health focus for the term is self-
esteem and resilience.  
 
Assembly - It is our assembly this week, Friday 30th July at 12pm in the hall.
